Terms used in articles analysis:

Thesis:
The central idea of an article, particularly the author’s view point toward 
the topic in the essay.

Purpose: 
The reason why the author wrote the content (what) to his/her audience.  Purposes mainly include: to entertain (as in an account of a funny incident), to inform (as in a science report) and to persuade (either to urge the audience to change their conducts or deeds or both, as in an argumentative writing).

Methods of Development: The major points of an article can be mainly developed 
through: 1). Description; 2). Narration; 3). Process; 4). Definition; 5). Classification; 6). Illustration; 7). Cause/Effect; 8). Comparison/Contrast; 9). Argumentation

Techniques of Support: The major points of an article can be supported through:
1). Facts (Statistics) 
2). Senses—sight (shape, color, light), sound (loud/soft, clean/muffled),  
          smell (quality—sharp, sweat, clean, fresh; effect—suffocating, 
          intoxicating), taste (bitter, sour, sweet), emotional & physical 
          feelings (texture—smooth, rough; temperature—hot; 
          weight—heavy)
