Elements of poetry:

Imagery: The collection of images in a literary work.

Image:
Anything that appeals to one of the five senses is an image. Images include visual, olfactory, aural, etc. 
Simile:
A directly expressed comparison between two objects, such as “my love is like a red, red rose”. Most similes are introduced by the two words “as” or “like”.
Metaphor:
An implied comparison between two objects.

Personification:
Animals, ideas, abstractions, and inanimate objects are presented with human form or qualities, such as ‘the flowers are dancing in the wind”.
Rhyme: Two words with the same accented vowel and the identical sounds that follow it, such as “ran & man”, “history & story”, “victorious & glorious”.
� Visual image: raisin


Simile: Dream is compared to a raisin. 


� Visual image: sore


Simile: Dream is compared to a wound. 


�Visual & aural image: rotten meat


Simile: Dream is compared to rotten meat. 


�Visual image: sweet 


Simile: Dream is compared to a slice of pie.  


�Visual image: a load


Simile: Dream is compared to a heavy load.


�Metaphor: Dream is compared to a bomb.
