Elements of story:
Character:
Characters include major character and minor characters. It is the major character’s story that we read.  

Conflict:     The two opposing forces that appear in the story. There could be several conflicts in a story and the conflict that happens to the major character is the one to be analyzed in understanding the story. There are different kinds of conflicts:
major character←→one person or one group of people (external)
major character←→nature or environment (external)
major character←→himself (internal)  

Climax:       A good story should create suspense and tension. The point that the reader’s curiosity is aroused to the highest is called the climax.    

Plot:            The events in a narrative and the order they are given. The events may follow a time and sequential order.
Structure:  The arrangement of events that the author plans to tell his story. Chronological and episodic arrangements are the two most commonly used methods.
